Govt reaches
out, Oppn firm
on demand for
PM statement
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Opposition parties protest at the Parliament complex on

Monday.

EVEN AS THE government
reached outtosome Opposition
leadersandreiterated thatitwas
ready for a discussion on
Manipur, the standoff in Parlia-
ment continued for the third
day on Monday as the Opposi-
tion parties stuck to their
demand for a statement by
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
followed by a comprehensive
discussion in the House. The
faceoff escalated with the sus-
pension of AAP’s Rajya Sabha
member Sanjay Singh for the
rest of the session.

With both Houses being
adjourned again, Lok Sabha
Speaker Om Birla has called a
meeting of floor leaders on
Tuesday to find away out.

Seeking tobreakthelogjam
in Parliament, Defence Minis-
terRajnath Singh had called up
Mallikarjun Kharge (Congress),
Sudip Bandyopadhyay (TMC)
and TR Baalu (DMK) on Sunday
evening, urging them to allow
the smooth functioning of
both Houses.

“He requested that Bills
should be allowed to pass with-
out any disruption, especially
the Multi State Cooperative
Societies Bill... On Manipur, he
said the governmentisready for
a discussion,” Baalu told The
Indian Express.The Opposition
leaders are learnt to have told
him that they would take a col-
lective decision.

Sources in the Opposition
said party leaders would meet
on Tuesday morning to decide
on a united strategy. Some
leaders said thereis pressure on
some of the parties from their
MPs to try and resolve the
standoff.

The Manipur issue roiled
both the Houses as they
reassembled after the weekend
break. Both the Houses were
adjourned multiple times dur-
ing the day.

The day began with Opposi-
tion MPs belonging to the
INDIAalliance staginga protest
on Parliament premises seeking
a statement by Modi on
Manipur, and ruling BJP MPs
staging a counter-protestat the
Gandhi statue over alleged
atrocities against women and
Dalits in Rajasthan.

In Rajya Sabha, when the
House reassembled at 12 noon,
as the Opposition members
raised slogans,Singh,whowasin
the well of the House, moved
closer to the Chairman’s
podium to draw his attention,
prompting Chairman Jagdeep
Dhankhar to“name”him.

Leader of the House in Rajya
Sabha Piyush Goyal thensaid he

would like to move a motion to
suspend Singh, saying this“kind
of behaviour, coming into the
well and disturbing the House,
is completely against the ethics
and rules of the House.” He also
urged the Chair to take “neces-
saryaction”against Singh.

The Chairman asked Goyal
to move the motion. He then
put the motion to vote amid
the ruckus, and announced
Singh’s suspension amid a
loud “yes” by the ruling
benches and an uproarious
“no”by the Opposition.

The Oppositionleaderslater
met Dhankhar in his chamber
and demanded that Singh’s sus-
pension be revoked. They also
walked out of a meeting called
by Dhankharto seek their coop-
eration for smooth conduct of
the House.

When the House assembled
inthe afternoon, Deputy Chair-
man Harivansh asked Singh to
withdraw from the House since
he had been suspended, but the
AAP MP did not relent. Amid
protests by the Opposition
members, the House was
adjourned twice.

“We didn’t do anything
wrong. The Manipur issue is so
serious...the wife of a Kargil war
herowas paraded naked....All of
ushadbeendemanding thatthe
PM come to the House and
make a statement. What is
wrong with that? Why can’t the
PM make a statement,” said
Singh,wholatersat onadharna
in protest against theaction.

In 2020, Singh was among
the eight MPs who were sus-
pended for “unruly behaviour”
during the passage of the farm
Bills.

The AAP MP said he was
“targeted”. He said he was only
demanding that the PM come
to the House and give a reply.
“Whenthe Chairdidn’tlistento
me,Iwent closerto the Chairto
request him to allow me to
speakunderRule 267 forwhich
Ihad givenanotice, hesaid.He
said a total of 27 notices were
given by the members of vari-
ous parties for discussion on
the Manipur violence under
Rule 267.

Earlier in the day, Rajya
Sabha also saw an exchange
between Dhankhar and TMC’s
Derek O’Brien overthe chairnot
mentioning the party affilia-
tions of Opposition members
who had soughtadiscussionon
the Manipur issue. Dhankhar
read out the names of the MPs
and their partieswhile detailing
the 11 notices received under
Rule 176, mostly from treasury
benches, seeking short-dura-
tiondiscussions overviolencein
states ranging from Rajasthan
to Manipur.

National Dental Commission
Bill, Nursing and Midwifery

THE GOVERNMENT ON Mon-
day introduced the National
Nursing and Midwifery Com-
mission Bill, 2023 and the
National Dental Commission
Bill, 2023 in the Lok Sabha.

The National Dental Com-
mission Bill seeks to repeal the
Dentists Act, 1948 and pro-
poses to set up National Dental
Commission (NMC) to regulate
dental education and the pro-
fession in the country.

It also aims to make dental
education affordable and
make quality oral healthcare
accessible. According to offi-
cial sources, the composition
of the dental commission will
be similar to that of the
National Medical Commission,
which had replaced the Med-

fi-nanci“. ep. .in

ical Council of India.

The National Nursing and
Midwifery Commission Bill,
2023 aims at setting up
National Nursing and Mid-
wifery Commission (NNMC)
and to repeal the Indian Nurs-
ing Council Act,1947.

The Bill provides for regula-
tion and maintenance of stan-
dardsof educationand services
by nursing and midwifery pro-
fessionals, assessment of insti-
tutions, maintenance of a
national registeraswell as state
registers.

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SC puts Gyanvapi survey on hold Rajasthan passes Bill extending

THE SUPREME COURT on
Monday put on hold the
Varanasi district court’s July 21
orderasking the Archeological
Survey of India (ASI) to “unde-
take scientific
investigation/survey/excava-
tion”at the disputed Gyanvapi
mosque to find out if it was
“constructed over a pre-exist-
ing structure of Hindu temple”.
It said thiswould give the Mus-
lim side “breathing time” to
approach the Allahabad High
Court.

“Having regard to the fact
that the order of the district
court was pronounced at 4.30
pmon 21 July2023and thesur-

vey is in the process of being
carried out today, we are of the
view that some breathing time
must be granted to the peti-
tioners to move the High Court
for pursuing theirremedies.We
direct that the impugned order
of the district court shallnotbe
enforced until 5 pm on 26 July
2023, ordered a three-judge
bench presided by Chief Justice
of India DY Chandrachud.

The bench also comprising
Justices ] B Pardiwala and
Manoj Misra clarified that it
“shall not be construed as the
expression of opinion on the
merits”.

The top court said the peti-
tioners were at liberty to
approach the High Courtinthe
meantime,adding that if they

do so,“the Registrar (Judicial)
of the High Court shall ensure
that it is placed before the
appropriate courtaccording to
the roster so that it can be
heard before the order of sta-
tus quo, which has been
granted by this court today,
comes toan end”.

The Supreme Court was
hearing an urgent plea moved
bythe management committee
of Anjuman Intezamia Masjid,
Varanasi, challenging the dis-
trict court’s July 21 order.

Appearing for the commit-
tee, Senior Advocate Huzefa
Ahmadi said the orderwas pro-
nounced at 4.30 pm on Friday,

leaving the petitioner withno _

time to pursue remedies
before the High Court.

THE RAJASTHAN ASSEMBLY
Monday passed a Bill extend-
ing social security to gig work-
ers but without any debate.

As the House proceedings
resumed amid loud protest by
BJP MLAs who raised symbolic
red diaries before Speaker C P
Joshi, the Speaker and the rul-
ing party rushed through four
legislations, including the Bill
for gigworkers.
